Reasons Revival Will Not Come

Luke 12:16-21

16 And he spake a parable unto them, saying, The ground of a certain rich man
brought forth plentifully:

17 And he thought within himself, saying, What shall | do, because | have no room
where to bestow my fruits?

18 And he said, This will | do: I will pull down my barns, and build greater; and
there will I bestow all my fruits and my goods.

19 And | will say to my soul, Soul, thou hast much goods laid up for many years;
take thine ease, eat, drink, and be merry.

20 But God said unto him, Thou fool, this night thy soul shall be required of thee:
then whose shall those things be, which thou hast provided?

21 So is he that layeth up treasure for himself, and is not rich toward God.

Comfortable — Free from stress or anxiety

Revelation 3:14-22

14 And unto the angel of the church of the Laodiceans write; These things saith
the Amen, the faithful and true witness, the beginning of the creation of God,

15 | know thy works, that thou art neither cold nor hot: | would thou wert cold or
hot.

16 So then because thou art lukewarm, and neither cold nor hot, | will spue thee
out of my mouth.

17 Because thou sayest, | am rich, and increased with goods, and have need of
nothing; and knowest not that thou art wretched, and miserable, and poor, and
blind, and naked:

18 | counsel thee to buy of me gold tried in the fire, that thou mayest be rich; and
white raiment, that thou mayest be clothed, and that the shame of thy nakedness
do not appear; and anoint thine eyes with eyesalve, that thou mayest see.

19 As many as | love, | rebuke and chasten: be zealous therefore, and repent.

20 Behold, | stand at the door, and knock: if any man hear my voice, and open the
door, | will come in to him, and will sup with him, and he with me.

21 To him that overcometh will | grant to sit with me in my throne, even as | also
overcame, and am set down with my Father in his throne.

22 He that hath an ear, let him hear what the Spirit saith unto the churches.



Is hell real?

Hell — The abode of condemned souls and devils in some religions; the place of
eternal punishment for the wicked after death, presided over by Satan

Psalm 9:17 The wicked shall be turned into hell, and all the nations that forget
God.

Isaiah 5:14 Therefore hell hath enlarged herself, and opened her mouth without
measure: and their glory, and their multitude, and their pomp, and he that
rejoiceth, shall descend into it.

Isaiah 28:15-18

15 Because ye have said, We have made a covenant with death, and with hell are
we at agreement; when the overflowing scourge shall pass through, it shall not
come unto us: for we have made lies our refuge, and under falsehood have we
hid ourselves:

16 Therefore thus saith the Lord God, Behold, I lay in Zion for a foundation a
stone, a tried stone, a precious corner stone, a sure foundation: he that believeth
shall not make haste.

17 Judgment also will | lay to the line, and righteousness to the plummet: and the
hail shall sweep away the refuge of lies, and the waters shall overflow the hiding
place.

18 And your covenant with death shall be disannulled, and your agreement with
hell shall not stand; when the overflowing scourge shall pass through, then ye
shall be trodden down by it.

Revelation 20:14 And death and hell were cast into the lake of fire. This is the
second death.

Mark 9:43-48

43 And if thy hand offend thee, cut it off: it is better for thee to enter into life
maimed, than having two hands to go into hell, into the fire that never shall be
guenched:

44 Where their worm dieth not, and the fire is not quenched.



45 And if thy foot offend thee, cut it off: it is better for thee to enter halt into life,
than having two feet to be cast into hell, into the fire that never shall be
quenched:

46 Where their worm dieth not, and the fire is not quenched.

47 And if thine eye offend thee, pluck it out: it is better for thee to enter into the
kingdom of God with one eye, than having two eyes to be cast into hell fire:

48 Where their worm dieth not, and the fire is not quenched.

Revelation 21:8 But the fearful, and unbelieving, and the abominable, and
murderers, and whoremongers, and sorcerers, and idolaters, and all liars, shall
have their part in the lake which burneth with fire and brimstone: which is the
second death.

Matthew 25:14-30

14 For the kingdom of heaven is as a man travelling into a far country, who called
his own servants, and delivered unto them his goods.

15 And unto one he gave five talents, to another two, and to another one; to
every man according to his several ability; and straightway took his journey.

16 Then he that had received the five talents went and traded with the same, and
made them other five talents.

17 And likewise he that had received two, he also gained other two.

18 But he that had received one went and digged in the earth, and hid his lord's
money.

19 After a long time the lord of those servants cometh, and reckoneth with them.
20 And so he that had received five talents came and brought other five talents,
saying, Lord, thou deliveredst unto me five talents: behold, | have gained beside
them five talents more.

21 His lord said unto him, Well done, thou good and faithful servant: thou hast
been faithful over a few things, | will make thee ruler over many things: enter
thou into the joy of thy lord.

22 He also that had received two talents came and said, Lord, thou deliveredst
unto me two talents: behold, | have gained two other talents beside them.

23 His lord said unto him, Well done, good and faithful servant; thou hast been
faithful over a few things, | will make thee ruler over many things: enter thou into
the joy of thy lord.



24 Then he which had received the one talent came and said, Lord, | knew thee
that thou art an hard man, reaping where thou hast not sown, and gathering
where thou hast not strawed:

25 And | was afraid, and went and hid thy talent in the earth: lo, there thou hast
that is thine.

26 His lord answered and said unto him, Thou wicked and slothful servant, thou
knewest that | reap where | sowed not, and gather where | have not strawed:

27 Thou oughtest therefore to have put my money to the exchangers, and then at
my coming | should have received mine own with usury.

28 Take therefore the talent from him, and give it unto him which hath ten
talents.

29 For unto every one that hath shall be given, and he shall have abundance: but
from him that hath not shall be taken away even that which he hath.

30 And cast ye the unprofitable servant into outer darkness: there shall be
weeping and gnashing of teeth.

What responsibility do we have to the lost souls of our area?
Do you really believe that people will go to hell?
Does that bother you?

How much does it bother you?

Acts 1:8 But ye shall receive power, after that the Holy Ghost is come upon you:
and ye shall be witnesses unto me both in Jerusalem, and in all Judaea, and in
Samaria, and unto the uttermost part of the earth.

What responsibility does Acts 1:8 place upon the church?
Unproductivity will cause you to miss heaven more than anything!

Luke 13:6-9

6 He spake also this parable; A certain man had a fig tree planted in his vineyard;
and he came and sought fruit thereon, and found none.

7 Then said he unto the dresser of his vineyard, Behold, these three years | come
seeking fruit on this fig tree, and find none: cut it down; why cumbereth it the
ground?



8 And he answering said unto him, Lord, let it alone this year also, till | shall dig
about it, and dung it:
9 And if it bear fruit, well: and if not, then after that thou shalt cut it down.

Cumbereth — to take and give nothing back

Hell is real! People will burn forever and ever. You are commissioned to sow
seeds of
Truth to your world! We must reach our world!

2 Chronicles 5:13-14

13 It came even to pass, as the trumpeters and singers were as one, to make one
sound to be heard in praising and thanking the Lord; and when they lifted up their
voice with the trumpets and cymbals and instruments of musick, and praised the
Lord, saying, For he is good; for his mercy endureth for ever: that then the house
was filled with a cloud, even the house of the Lord;

14 So that the priests could not stand to minister by reason of the cloud: for the
glory of the Lord had filled the house of God.

Conviction must become a standard part of our church.

John 6:44 No man can come to me, except the Father which hath sent me draw
him: and | will raise him up at the last day.

Conviction is the drawing power of God to the sinners.

No one should ever come to church and not feel the spirit of God pulling them to
a decision for God!

Conviction is something that we create in the Spirit world by prayer and burden. If
it is not important to us, then why should it be important to God? Our hunger for
lost humanity and God creates conviction in the sinner.

Have you ever been drawn to someone, just by what they believed in? You never
guestioned their procedures, plans, or thought patterns, only that you wanted to
be a part of what they were doing?



My relationship with God should draw you and everyone | meet, into a desire to
have a closer relationship with God.

Isaiah 6:1-8

1 In the year that king Uzziah died | saw also the Lord sitting upon a throne, high
and lifted up, and his train filled the temple.

2 Above it stood the seraphims: each one had six wings; with twain he covered his
face, and with twain he covered his feet, and with twain he did fly.

3 And one cried unto another, and said, Holy, holy, holy, is the Lord of hosts: the
whole earth is full of his glory.

4 And the posts of the door moved at the voice of him that cried, and the house
was filled with smoke.

5 Then said |, Woe is me! for | am undone; because | am a man of unclean lips,
and | dwell in the midst of a people of unclean lips: for mine eyes have seen the
King, the Lord of hosts.

6 Then flew one of the seraphims unto me, having a live coal in his hand, which he
had taken with the tongs from off the altar:

7 And he laid it upon my mouth, and said, Lo, this hath touched thy lips; and thine
iniquity is taken away, and thy sin purged.

8 Also | heard the voice of the Lord, saying, Whom shall | send, and who will go for
us? Then said |, Here am |; send me.

This is conviction!

Joel 2:17 Let the priests, the ministers of the Lord, weep between the porch and
the altar, and let them say, Spare thy people, O Lord, and give not thine heritage
to reproach, that the heathen should rule over them: wherefore should they say
among the people, Where is their God?

Ezekiel 13:5 Ye have not gone up into the gaps, neither made up the hedge for the
house of Israel to stand in the battle in the day of the Lord.

What is a burden?

2 Corinthians 11:23-28



23 Are they ministers of Christ? (I speak as a fool) | am more; in labours more
abundant, in stripes above measure, in prisons more frequent, in deaths oft.

24 Of the Jews five times received | forty stripes save one.

25 Thrice was | beaten with rods, once was | stoned, thrice | suffered shipwreck, a
night and a day | have been in the deep;

26 In journeyings often, in perils of waters, in perils of robbers, in perils by mine
own countrymen, in perils by the heathen, in perils in the city, in perils in the
wilderness, in perils in the sea, in perils among false brethren;

27 In weariness and painfulness, in watchings often, in hunger and thirst, in
fastings often, in cold and nakedness.

28 Beside those things that are without, that which cometh upon me daily, the
care of all the churches.

Isaiah 58:6 Is not this the fast that | have chosen? to loose the bands of
wickedness, to undo the heavy burdens, and to let the oppressed go free, and
that ye break every yoke?
