(2 Sam 23:8 KJV)  These be the names of the mighty men whom David had: The Tachmonite that sat in the seat, chief among the captains; the same was Adino the Eznite: he lift up his spear against eight hundred, whom he slew at one time.
(2 Sam 23:9 KJV)  And after him was Eleazar the son of Dodo the Ahohite, one of the three mighty men with David, when they defied the Philistines that were there gathered together to battle, and the men of Israel were gone away:

(2 Sam 23:10 KJV)  He arose, and smote the Philistines until his hand was weary, and his hand clave unto the sword: and the LORD wrought a great victory that day; and the people returned after him only to spoil.

Harlot on the walls of Jericho - had faith in the God of Israel

(
She lost her old way of life, but gained entrance into the Nation of Israel and the Kingdom of God!

Ester fasted and prayed - and put her life on the line

(
God delivered the jews from Naman’s death warrant

(2 Sam 23:11 KJV)  And after him was Shammah the son of Agee the Hararite. And the Philistines were gathered together into a troop, where was a piece of ground full of lentiles: and the people fled from the Philistines.

But he stood in the midst of the ground, and defended it, and slew the Philistines: and the LORD wrought a great victory.

and He knew who his God was.

He’s looking for an Ester
(
He’s looking for a Saul of Tarsius who he can anoint with the power of the Holy Ghost to become Paul the Missionary
(
He’s looking for a Simon the fisherman who will become Peter - the Evangelist to the world!
(Ezek 22:30 KJV)  And I sought for a man among them, that should make up the hedge, and stand in the gap before me for the land, that I should not destroy it: but I found none.
